Grades are calculated based on faithful attendance and completed homework assignments (Study Questions).


The program is taught in English or the official language of the country involved and interpreted into the local language.  Translations of this program are available.


The program is open to people from all denominations. Special precautions are taken not to criticize other churches in our classes. 


This program was developed and written in Ghana, West Africa by Rev. James Poitras.


The program is quickly expanding to many countries of the world.
